Miami, FL September 26, 2008 – In the wake of four major storms that have struck the island in the last few 
weeks, the people of Haiti have been left to cope with millions of dollars in damages and a shortage of vital 
supplies.

One of the largest 
international relief organizations in the United States, Food for the Poor, will coordinate the shipment of 
these relief supplies to Haiti. Food for the Poor stands out from its peers with 97% percent fundraising 
efficiency. Distribution of the donations will be coordinated from within the island by the Episcopal 
Conference of Bishops to ensure that all areas affected by the storms receive substantial relief.
